It is substantiated that the integration of innovations within the "urban-
tech" ecosystem contributes to the creation of more efficient, safe and sustainable urban environ-
ments, capable of adapting to the dynamic challenges of modernity and ensuring the quality of life of
citizens. Itis noted that the "smart city” and "urban-tech” ecosystems not only contribute to the improve-
ment of the urban environment, but also create new opportunities for sustainable development, adap-
tation to the challenges of modernity, and improvement of the quality of life of citizens. One of the most
promising tools in the field of urban planning are "digital twins" of cities, which are virtual models of
real cities that allow the simulation of various development scenarios, including energy flows, transport
systems, social infrastructure and environmental indicators. The development of "urban-tech” ecosys-
tems in the context of digital doubles contributes to the formation of adaptive, sustainable and inclusive
cities capable of reaching new heights in sustainable development in the face of global challenges.
